FAYETTEVILLE, Ark. – Brother Dr. Paul D. Adams, a member 
of Upsilon Chi Graduate Chapter of Northwest Arkansas in Fay-
etteville, AR, was honored with a Lifetime Achievement Award 
by the Northwest Arkansas (NWA) Democratic Black Caucus at 
their third annual NWA Minority Educators Banquet held on May 
16, 2015 at the Janelle Y. Hembree Alumni House in Fayetteville. 
Brother Adams was recognized for his work as a biochemist, as 
well as for unselfish service rendered to the field of education to 
the Northwest Arkansas community, the state of Arkansas, and 

internationally. The theme of the banquet was “Quality Educa-
tion, A Community Commitment.” The event was hosted by actor 
Adrian Lockett, who appeared in Furious 7, with Vin Diesel and 
Get Hard with Kevin Hart. Entertainment was provided by come-
dian Terrance T. Jones whose appearances include BET’s “Comic 
View”.

In 2007, Brother Adams became the first African-American to be 
hired as an assistant professor in the department of chemistry and 
biochemistry at the University of Arkansas, Fayetteville (UAF), 
and in 2012 he was promoted with tenure to associate professor 
of chemistry and biochemistry. He is also a member of the faculty 
in the Cellular and Molecular Biology program and is an affiliate 
investigator with the Center for Protein Structure and Function 
at UAF. Adams’s research has been published in journals ranked 
in the “Top 100” of journals over the last 100 years in chemi-
cal biology according to Chemical and Engineering News. Bro. 
Adams has held regional and national scientific research advi-
sory appointments with the National Science Foundation (NSF), 
National Institute of Health (NIH), the Ohio Cancer Research 
Alliance, NASA, and the Louisiana Board of Regents’ Scientific

During his tenure, 
Garner successfully recruited hospital leadership, staff and physi-
cians to re-establish a full-service inpatient hospital to an area 
severely damaged by Hurricane Katrina.

“I’m grateful for my experience in New Orleans as it taught me 
a great deal about rebuilding both a hospital and community,” 
says Garner. “I’m now sincerely honored to be able to serve the 
community of Pearland and excited for the growth that lies ahead.

A native of Lake Charles, La., Garner holds a bachelor’s degree 
in microbiology from Louisiana State University, a master’s 
degree in healthcare administration from Tulane University and a 

doctor of education degree from the University of Houston.

Memorial Hermann Pearland Hospital is currently under con-
struction on the southbound side of Highway 288 near FM 518. 
The 64-bed hospital is scheduled to open in early 2016 and fea-
tures an intensive care unit, operating rooms, cardiac catheteriza-
tion labs, medical/surgical units, and women’s and neonatology 
services.

On August 8, 2015, Psi Upsilon Chapter, Omega Psi Phi Frater-
nity, Inc., conducted its Quarterly Adopt a Highway Initiative. 
Each quarter, Psi Upsilon Chapter picks up trash, and conducts 
additional maintenance and cleanup of a two mile stretch of 
Oklahoma Highway 62 in both east and west directions. This two 
mile stretch of highway is known locally 
as Rodgers Lane. In our society, there is an 
increasing sense of environmental aware-
ness and social responsibility.

The entire dona-
tion process, from start to finish, took approximately 45 minutes 
and each successfully donor was rewarded with a donor t-shirt 
and a variety of snacks and refreshing drinks.  Additionally, Psi 
Upsilon raised money for the Psi Upsilon Scholarship Fund by 
selling raffle tickets to all blood donors as they came through the 

entrance of the site. The raffle provided an opportunity for stu-
dents to win bags of school supplies and late night snack foods.

Some of the Brothers were unable to donate due to recent over-
seas military deployments, but those that had returned from 
overseas deployments, and had been in the Lawton/Fort sill area 
for more than a one year period were eager to give.

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PSI UPSILON HOLDS ANNUAL MEMORIAL SERVICE 
IN MEMORY OF BROTHER CLARENCE WILSON SR.

PSI UPSILON BROTHER WILLIAM “NATE” JOHNSON, 
NAMED U.S. ARMY COACH OF THE YEAR
by Bro.

Each year on April 19th, the Brothers of Psi Upsilon Chapter, 
Omega Psi Phi Fraternity, Inc. hold a memorial service in mem-
ory of Brother Clarence E. Wilson, Sr. He was born in Lawton, 
Oklahoma August 8, 1945. Brother Wilson graduat-
ed with honors from Lawton Douglass High School 
in 1963. Brother Wilson was born into Omega Psi 
Phi Fraternity, Inc., in 1965 at Eta Iota Chapter. In 
1968, Brother Wilson was the first Black person 
to earn a Bachelor’s degree in Pharmacy from the 
University of Oklahoma. Continuing his educa-
tional endeavors at the University of Oklahoma, 
College of Law, he was awarded the Juris Doctorate 
in 1971. While practicing law since 1972, Clarence 
additionally held leadership positions in numer-
ous organizations, one of which he cherished, he 
was the Legal Counsel and Board 
of Directors Representative for 
Omega Psi Phi Fraternity, Inc.

His office was on the eighth floor 
of the Murrah Building facing Fifth 
Street, where Timothy McVeigh 
set off a massive fertilizer-and-

fuel bomb packed in the back of a 24-foot rented truck at 9:02 
a.m. April 19, 1995. At the time of his death, Brother Wilson 
was Chief Legal Counsel at the U.S. Department of Housing and 

Urban Development in Oklahoma City. He was 
among 35 victims in the HUD offices.  

Countless other lives were immeasurably altered 
in that instant when a third of the Murrah Build-
ing collapsed around a gaping pit left by the blast 
7 feet deep and 28 feet in diameter. More than 300 
other buildings in a 16-block radius were damaged. 
Dozens of cars parked nearby were incinerated. 
Most of the 168 who died, including 19 children in 
the America’s Kids Day Care Center on the second 
floor, had no chance of escape. 

The Brothers of Psi Upsilon Chap-
ter assumed responsibility for the 
maintenance and up keep of the 
Clarence E. Wilson, Sr. Monument 
in Lawton, Oklahoma.

Brother Lieutenant Colonel (LTC) William “Nate” Johnson, 
was named U.S. Army 2014 Coach of the Year! It is often said 
that when he dons the uniform he may be LTC William “Nate” 
Johnson, but on the court he is simply “Coach ”It’s a title he’s 
embraced for more than 18years, which makes being named the 
2014 U.S. Army Coach of the Year that much sweeter. “I never 
thought that anything like this could happen to me,” says Brother 
Johnson, Chief of Officer Education for the Directorate of Train-
ing Development and Doctrine (DOTD) at Fort Sill, Oklahoma. 
Brother LTC Johnson stated “Coaching is my life dream. It’s 
something I love doing. It made me feel like all my hard work 
after these 18 years has come full-circle.”

“All-Army Sports gives Soldiers something else to look forward 

to,” Brother Johnson says. “All we hear about is war, Soldiers 
getting wounded, and just work, work, work!” This gives the Sol-
dier an outlet! A lot of the personnel that we get have either had 
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aspirations to play at a higher level, or they played college ball, 
but still are missing something else. All-Army Sports is between 
college and the next level– it gives them something to work to-

ward. It gives you pride and bragging rights, because there’s only 
a select few Soldiers who compete for All-Army.” 

As the head coach for the U.S. Armed Forces Women’s Basket-
ball team this past summer, Brother LTC Johnson guided the team 
to a 5-1record during the Conseil International du Sport Militaire 
(CISM/International Military Sports Council) Championship, 
earning them a silver medal. Brother Johnson had even better suc-
cess with the 2014 All-Army Women’s Basketball Team, which 
received a gold medal at the 2014 Armed Forces Championship, 
finishing with a 7-0 record throughout the competition. He will 
go on to serve as the head coach for the 2015 U.S. Armed Forces 
Women’s Basketball team at the CISM competition in France.

Members from the local community also participated in the 
program in mentorship roles. Key mentors from the community 
were Brigadier General (BG) Retired (R) Michael Cross, Colonel 
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(COL) (R) Albert Johnson Jr., Pastor Michael Turner, and Brother 
Allan Niles Sr., Chapter Basileus.  The program was conducted 
January 13, 2015 through March 31, 2015.  The Chapter Broth-
ers and local community leaders met with the students to discuss 
several topics that would benefit the students.  Several topics 
were discussed during the mentorship sessions that were held 
each third Tuesday. Self-respect, mutual respect, expectations of 
self, parents, school administrators, and discipline were amongst 
topics that were discussed.
 
On May 14, 2015, CMS held an Academic Awards program. Two 
students who completed the mentorship program received certifi-
cates of participation and medallions for academic achievement. 
Students Patrick Martin and Chris Richardson both excelled! 
Martin achieved a 94% improvement in math, and Richardson 
achieved a 96% improvement in reading!

This year 2015 represents the 60 year anniversary of the Pi 
Upsilon Chapter of Omega Psi Phi, Hawkins, Texas. This year 
also is the 60 year anniversary of the 41st Conclave’s Supreme 
Council challenge under the leadership of Bro. John F. Potts 22nd 
Grand Basileus to attain membership in the National Associa-
tion for the Advancement of Colored People (NAACP). To help 
commemorate this milestone the Pi Upsilon Graduate Chapter 
and the Phi Beta Undergraduate Chapter of Hawkins, Texas have 
each fulfilled the Silver Life Membership and have received their 
fully paid membership certificates. This comes as an “honor and 
a tribute to the life and legacy of Dr. Marshall L. Lanier for his 
hard work in establishing our watch word in the community” said 

Bro. Willie Hinchen Chapter Advisor and former Ninth District 
Representative.

Seeing the need to press on and lessen the encumbrance on the 
undergraduate chapter assessments Bro. Hinchen completed a 
campaign focused on completing the Life Membership challenge. 
Now as a successfully concluded project both chapters share 
the benefit of membership in an organization with sustainable 
relevance and pride.

The Los Angeles Grand Conclave in 1955 initiated a program 
whereby each graduate chapter would purchase a Life Member-
ship from the NAACP. Between 1955 and 1959, chapters contrib-
uted nearly $40,000 to the NAACP. Every district and chapter of 
the fraternity is required to maintain a Life Membership at Large 
in the NAACP.

PSI ALPHA CELEBRATES 15TH  YEAR OF 
ADOPT-A-HIGHWAY PROGRAM 
by Bro.

If you are driving down N. New Braunfels Avenue 
in the vicinity of Martin Luther King Plaza on San 
Antonio’s East Side, you will notice how well this 
section is kept.  Who is doing such a great job, you 
ask?  The answer is, of course, Psi Alpha Chapter. 
In the early 80’s, Psi Alpha became a member 
of the Adopt-A-Highway program in San Anto-

nio through the efforts of Brother James Blair 
(Omega Chapter) as part of the Chapter’s Social 
Actions Program.  The site selected for the 
Chapter, on San Antonio’s East Side,  tradition-
ally had been neglected due to transiency and 
residential neglect.  Today however that para-
digm has changed as the Chapter’s diligence 
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over the years has come to fruition.  Nowadays the Brother’s 
trash eradication work, once every quarter is commonplace and 
is greatly appreciated by the residents and Council members rep-
resenting San Antonio’s East Side.  The Brothers take great pride 
in continuing the Chapter’s legacy of service and Uplift through 
the Adopt a Spot community beautification.  Most importantly, 

the 2-mile thoroughfare surrounding Martin Luther King Plaza 
always looks fantastic.

Party on the Campus of S.J. Davis Middle School highlighting 
the Chapter’s fifth consecutive year of in-school Youth mentor-
ship.  Over 30 people attended,

Brothers and mentees.  From 
August 2014 through May 2015 
(Yearly) the Brothers of Psi Alpha 
have been conducting mentorship 
programs at S.J. Davis Middle 
School, and Sam Houston High 
School, both located on San 
Antonio’s East Side in the City’s 
“Promise Zone” area.  These are 
predominately minority schools, 
in an economically challenged 
part of the town.  Many of the 
children attending these schools, 
particularly African American 
students, are identified as “at risk” 
by the school system; however Psi 
Alpha goes the extra mile to spend 
time with these youth one school 
day every week.  Our mission is to 
help these children beat the odds 
and reach their potential through 
weekly one-to-one mentoring 
visits in their classrooms.  We 
try to teach the boys self respect, 
self confidence, and self worth to 
help them grow into becoming responsible men.  For the 2015 
academic school year, the Brothers of Psi Alpha have sustained 
one-on-one mentor relationships with 12 Davis Middle School 

students and 9 high School students attending Sam Houston High 
School.    The Chapter’s school-based mentoring focuses specifi-
cally on at-risk African-American boys and is conducted through 

partnerships with Big Brothers 
Big Sisters (BBBS), the African 
American Mentoring Initiative 
Advisory Council (AAMIAC), 
Sam Houston High School and S. 
J. Davis Middle School. Parental 
involvement is a key component 
of our success and underscores the 
Chapter’s shared responsibility for 
high student academic achieve-
ment.  The Chapter recently 
instituted a Little Brother of the 
Month” program to stimulate a 
positive focus on good behavior 
expected of young men.  Many 
of the young men selected have 
never received awards and the 
change in their demeanor shows 
the excitement they place in such 
recognition.  Because of the suc-
cess in opening up channels of 
communication with the kids, the 
school has cited the Mentoring 
Brothers as assets worthy of emu-
lation at other schools.  Next year 
the Chapters mentoring program 
will continue its focus on building 

men and teaching them the importance of Manhood.  Through our 
mentoring endeavors, the Alamo City QUEs continue to strength-
en their commitment to community service of San Antonio.  
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
